· Mr. Wallace: called meeting to order at 6:00PM.  Good evening to all.  Mrs. Dannehower was unable to attend tonight so I will run the meeting in her absence.
· This week – we are on an exam schedule.  Phone message went out today to all households.
· Grades are available to parents on the 23rd, and report cards will be handed out on January 27th.

· Peggie Hart, Guidance Director:  Getting Ready for College
· Peggie explained to everyone what our Guidance Department does to get kids through to college. Peggie handed a set of material to each parent; including GRDV’s, GF 30, 36, senior check list, majors (bottom line is that majors don’t keep them from graduating.) Remind students that once they have been accepted, it’s not over; they can change their mind and not accept you.  Peggie gave everyone a Bright Futures Evaluation Form and she also showed a variety of books and other publications that are invaluable for parents and students. “My College Search” is a form Peggie made for seniors to check out information on colleges of their choice.  The matrix she gave out for Florida Schools were very helpful.  Our Guidance Department goes into the senior classrooms to discuss Bright Futures and to discuss ACT and SAT tests and what they mean to colleges.
· Mr. Wallace stated that we will once again be offered SAT prep classes in the spring. Mr. Wallace stated that the guidance department here at Seabreeze is a keystone to helping us get the kids across the stage at Graduation.
